The Thea Marb le Bus t  Scu lpture (shown above) ,  which i s  hand-carved f rom whi te ,  

ye l low,  and b lack I ta l ian marb le ,  depicts  a sensual  female form wi th a drape 

f lowing a long her  tor so.  The large-scale p iece takes days to carve—a tes tament 

to the ar t i san 's  craf t .  As  marb le  i s  a natura l  mater ia l ,  subt le var iat ions  in  tone and 

sur faces  are inherent to each scu lpture .  



Commanding and monumenta l ,  the Delos  Tor so on Meta l  S tand (shown above) 

carr ies  the grav i tas  of  a centur ies-o ld ar t i fact.  The oversca le compos i te 

construct ion de l ivers  the look of  carved marb le at a f ract ion of  the weight ,  

mak ing i t  easy to move and repos i t ion.  Set atop a meta l  s tand,  th i s  s t r i k ing 

scu lpture has the presence of  a one-of-a-k ind ant ique to enhance any 

col lect ion.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Hand-carved f rom marb le in the t radi t ion of  ant ique scu lpture,  the Hypnos Head 

on Meta l  P l in th depicts  the Greek god of  s leep wi th  t imeless  e legance.  The l ight 

cora l  su r face g ives  the scu lpture a warmth that d i s t ingu ishes i t  f rom c lass ica l  

whi te marb le.  Due to the natura l  s tone,  var iat ions  in color  and ve in ing wi l l  occur  

f rom p iece to p iece,  making each scu lpture one of  a k ind.
